This filter works in tandem with the new O*Net
Apprenticeship crosswalks and uses this category to
show users other options for postsecondary educa-
tion. Favorited Career Clusters and Careers, Educa-
tion Level, Wages, Illinois Hot Jobs, STEM, and High
Self-Employment are other categories users can
select to filter their Careers list. For a more person-
alized Careers list, users can also use the Career
Clusters and Careers from their Self-Survey results.

CIS360 utilizes national, statewide, and local Illinois
Department of Employment Security and O*Net
Wage and Employment & Outlook data for over 650
careers. This represents more than 95% of the U.S.
civilian and military career options.
